Generally, for wedding videography, we will provide a consult the night of your

rehearsal. When we arrive at the rehearsal we will locate the prime spots for the cameras to be

placed and observe the outline of your ceremony. We should be provided with any background

music and still photographs for photo montages, highlights, and general filler music no later than

at that time. We suggest no less than 5 songs selected and provided to us on original CD’s. If

you do not own the original CD’s you may purchase songs from I-Tunes through us at @IT NOW Productions at $1.08 per song.

Please write down all requests you have about the filming flow of your ceremony and

provide them to us the night of the rehearsal. For instance:

1.) We would like our guests interviewed during the reception

2.) We are toasting the bride and groom right before the wedding cake is cut

3.) We are facing the audience during our vows…

If these instructions are not provided @IT NOW Productions will proceed in our own manner.
Write it down if it is important to you. We need you to communicate to your photographer that

you are having your wedding professionally videotaped and that you would appreciate his or her consideration for our crew. That means, tell them to get great shots but to use the zoom lens so they are not in every frame of your wedding and flashing cameras constantly through the important moments. If you have yet to select a photographer, we can provide you with the names of several excellent and affordable options in our area. We must convey that we need time before and during the event to get the staged shots needed for highlights and interviews if those elements are part of the package you’ve selected. We don’t need as much time as the photographer but we need an understanding from both you and the photographer that we need some of those shots too. Lastly, after all this planning there is still more that goes into the production of a video. Remember that we charge by the hour and our time starts on arrival. The wedding planner needs to loosely schedule the events so that we don’t run out of time before you have the daddy dance or throw the bouquet. A loose schedule is good for the photographer as well and guarantees you get the photos you want. Say your wedding is at 4:00 P.M. and you’d like a little of the preparation for the ceremony on your video. You have chosen the Premier package which includes 4 hours of coverage. The reception for your wedding is 10 minutes away and the ceremony will last about 30 minutes. A possible scenario for scheduling would be: @IT NOW Productions arrives at 3:00 P.M. and begins filming pre ceremony activities. After the ceremony, greeting begins and photos are taken for an additional 30 minutes. Driving time is 10-15 minutes to the reception location and by the time the bride and groom have arrived 2 and ½ hours have passed. That leaves 1 ½ hours to get the cake, toast, dances, bouquet, garter, bubbles/birdseed…on tape. Thus, scheduling is important, and these wedding traditions must proceed quickly to use the time you have purchased effectively. Your guests will be busy eating during this time and there will be plenty of time to continue the party and mingle after the filming crew has packed up. These are just tips that may help with the flow of things on your special day. We work for you and will follow your wishes so please communicate with us and ask questions. Please note that payment in full is due 2 weeks prior to the event and we will complete your video in 2 to 3 weeks of the date.
